SPEAKING EXAM: 
1.​ Read aloud + 2 questions related to the thematic context of the text you read (1 theme out of 

the other 5 thematic contexts you didn’t choose) 
Practise phonics: ll → “y” sound (llamar), j → harsh “h” (jugar), ñ → “ny” (España)... 
Read past paper texts out loud daily. Don’t rush — clarity > speed. Pause at commas/full stops 
If you mess up → carry on confidently 
 

2.​ Roleplay (1 theme out of the other 5 thematic contexts you didn’t choose) 

You get a situation (e.g. in a shop/hotel).  The students’ interactions could include any of the 
following: • make transactions (buying tickets, ordering food etc) • make plans, appointments or 
reservations • explain or give reasons • describe • express likes / dislikes / preferences / opinions • ask for 
advice • make a complaint or report a problem • ask / talk about activities. 

Asking questions: 

●​ ¿Cuánto cuesta? - How much does it cost? 
●​ ¿A qué hora…? - At what time…? 
●​ ¿Dónde está…? - Where is…? 

Saying what you want: 

●​ Quisiera… - I would want/like… 
●​ Quiero… - I want  

Problem solving: 

●​ Tengo un problema… - I have a problem… 
●​ Necesito ayuda - I need help 

 

3.​ Picture task + 2 questions (thematic context that you chose) 
●​ Make sure you are familiar with the Speaking Mat and understand how to describe photos 

using the PALM structure (People, Action, Location, Mood). 
●​ Revise the questions from your Speaking booklet, as these are similar to the ones you may 

be asked in the exam. I will most likely focus on your chosen theme, but you should also be 
prepared to answer questions from other themes. 

●​ Practice for the general conversation by recording yourself and asking someone else to quiz 
you with random questions in no particular order. Make sure that in every answer you include 
a time expression and use a correctly conjugated verb (present, past, or future). 

●​ It’s also helpful to memorise and use fixed sentence structures, such as:​
 “Me encanta _______ porque es _________, pero odio _________ ya que es 
____________.” 

●​ Try to expand your answers by giving reasons, opinions, and extra details whenever 
possible.

WRITING KEY POINTS: 

1.​ Present tense: Say what you usually do or what happens now. 
2.​ Opinion: Give your opinion and explain why. 
3.​ Past tense: Say what you did recently. 
4.​ Future tense: Say what you are going to do or want to do. 
5.​ Advantages / Disadvantages: Add a positive and a negative point (Higher only). 

Examples: 

Topic: Free Time / Hobbies 

●​ Present tense: Normalmente escucho música y hago deporte después del colegio. 
●​ Opinion: Me encanta el fútbol porque es divertido y me mantiene activo. 
●​ Past tense: El fin de semana pasado jugué al tenis con mis amigos. 
●​ Future tense: El próximo verano voy a aprender a tocar la guitarra. 
●​ Advantages / Disadvantages: Lo bueno de mis hobbies es que me relajan, pero lo malo es que me 

quitan tiempo para los deberes. 

 

Topic: Holidays / Travel 

●​ Present tense: Normalmente voy de vacaciones a la playa con mi familia. 
●​ Opinion: Me gusta España porque la comida es deliciosa. 
●​ Past tense: El año pasado fui a Francia y visité muchos museos. 
●​ Future tense: El próximo año voy a ir a Italia con mis amigos. 
●​ Advantages / Disadvantages: Lo bueno de viajar es que aprendo cosas nuevas, pero lo malo es 

que es caro. 

 

Topic: School / Studies 

●​ Present tense: Normalmente estudio cinco asignaturas en el colegio. 
●​ Opinion: Me encanta la historia porque es interesante. 
●​ Past tense: Ayer tuve un examen de matemáticas y fue difícil. 
●​ Future tense: El próximo año voy a estudiar español para conseguir un buen trabajo. 
●​ Advantages / Disadvantages: Lo bueno de estudiar es que aprendo cosas nuevas, pero lo malo es

COMMON MISTAKES IN WRITING OR SPEAKING: 
1. Verbs: 

●​ ❌ Using the wrong tense: Ayer voy al cine → ✅ Ayer fui al cine 
●​ ❌ Forgetting to conjugate verbs correctly: yo comer → ✅ yo como 
●​ ❌ Mixing up irregular verbs: tener (to have), ser (to be - descriptions), estar (to be - location, 

emotions, weather, action), ir (to go), hacer (to do). 

Tip: Always check if your verb matches subject + tense + time expression. 

 

2. Word order: 

●​ ❌ Me gusta mucho fútbol jugar → ✅ Me gusta mucho jugar al fútbol 
●​ ❌ Placing adjectives after plural nouns incorrectly: un alto chico → ✅ un chico alto 

Tip: Remember: adjectives usually come after the noun in Spanish. 

 

3. Missing accents / spelling errors 

●​ ❌ esta (this) vs está (is) 
●​ ❌ hablo (I speak) vs. habló (He/She spoke) 
●​ ❌ Forgetting accents on words like tú(you), él (he), sí (yes)... 

Tip: Small spelling mistakes can cost marks. Review accents carefully. 

 

4. Vocabulary mistakes 

●​ ❌ Using English words (I play the piano → Yo juego el piano is fine, but Yo hago el piano is wrong) 
●​ ❌ Overusing simple phrases: Me gusta / Es bueno → use variety: Me encanta, Odio, Prefiero, Lo 

mejor es… 

Tip: Learn set phrases and connectors for opinions, reasons, and comparisons. 

 

5. Not including required content 

●​ ❌ Forgetting present, past, future → lose marks 
●​ ❌ Forgetting opinions with reasons → lose marks 
●​ ❌ Not covering advantages/disadvantages (Higher) 

Tip: Plan your bullet points before writing; specifically the verbs.
